DAY’ CELEBRATION  

    Thirty-three tons of fresh flowers were carried by AirBridgeCargo (ABC) from Maastricht to
Yekaterinburg for celebrations in Russia to mark International Women’s Day.   

  

The Russian market for fresh flowers is a US$1 billion a year industry and Women’s Day is one of the
busiest times of the year.

The ABC Boeing 747 charter flight to the capital of the Urals – a major logistics centre on the Trans-
Siberian route - comes less than a month after another annual peak ahead of St. Valentine’s Day on
February 14th.
