FLIGHT.  

    Long awaiting Boeing 747-8 freighter successfully took to the sky on the 8th of February before
more than 5,000 employees, customers, suppliers and community leaders. This is truly a milestone
not only for Boeing Corporation but for the whole air industry.   

  

The 747-8 Freighter is the new, high-capacity 747 that will give cargo operators the lowest operating
costs and best economics of any freighter. The airplane is 250 feet, 2 inches (76.3 m) long, which is 18
feet, 4 inches (5.6 m) longer than the 747-400 Freighter.
